The  Brokerôs Courses 
 

Most students are required to complete 75 
additional hours of classroom training beyond 
their prelicense class and pass the state exam in 
order to receive their broker’s license.  There are 
some exceptions to the education requirements, 
so please consult DFRP if you are unsure. The 
courses presented here will fulfill all the 
educational requirements. 
 
Unlike some classes, these courses require 
study outside the class room for successful 
completion. Be prepared to study! 
 

School Policies  
 

Attendance is required.  Roll will be taken at the 
beginning of each class.  Any absences, up to 
10%, may be made up.  If more than 10% of a 
course is missed, it shall result in automatic 
failure.  Course completion requires a minimum 
score of 75% or higher on each final exam.   In 
the event of exam failure, students are allowed 
one retake within 30 days. 
 
If student is unable to attend at the regularly 
scheduled exam time, they must schedule with 
the instructor to take the exam within 14 days. 

 
Also note that no pagers or cell phones will be 
allowed during class.  You may make calls 
during breaks. 
 
 

Refund Policy  
 

A $25 fee per class is non-refundable.  Written 
cancellation of enrollment received by IAR 
prior to class start date will entitle the student 
to a refund of all other fees, if all materials are 
returned in new condition.  There are no 
refunds after the start of each class. 
 

Continuing Education Credit
